【Program Period】

【Language Classes】 

90 min × 6 classes *Japanese lesson is beginner’s level only. 

 

【Activities】 

Japanese cultural activities: tea ceremony, traditional craft, traditional clothing, calligraphy, 

Kanazawa city tour, one-day trip, interaction with Japanese students etc. (Activities vary depending 

on the year). 

 

【Fee】 

Program fee: JPY 100,000 

Program fee includes: tuition, accommodation fees, transportation fees (bus and other transportation 

fees between the hotel and university), domestic travel expenses, fees for field study and activities.  

Program fee does not include: airfares, meals and other living expenses.
